	
Our country is in the middle of a crisis, and that is one of child abuse. There are over three million children in the U.S. that are victims of abuse, neglect or abandonment. These are only the cases that are reported. In Oklahoma there are over eight thousand abused children. In Cleveland County there are over 750 victims of abuse. If nothing is done to intervene in these children lives a large percentage of these kids will end up in prison, involved in drugs, alcohol or prostitution. And the cycle continues!

What is being done to break this cycle? Royal Family Kids’ Camps is an international organization located in California and has been in operation for over 20 years with a proven track record in having a positive impact of the lives of abused children and providing love and a glimmer of hope over the formidable years of their lives.  THIS PLAN DOES WORK!

The biggest challenge in providing this type of camp is locating an appropriate facility that can began the proper cabins, bathrooms and campgrounds that meet the requirements of the children so they feel safe and non-threatened in anyway.  The needs both physical and psychological are much different that the needs of a “normal” child that receives love and encouragement throughout their lives.

The Avalon Camp Ground is such a facility that is specifically designed to directly meet the needs of the abused child.  To have such a campground in central Oklahoma will meet and provide an environment that will touch a child’s life in a way that can break the cycle.
